At this time there are no 
manufacturers reproducing this 
rubber molding. I was checking out 
Dearborn Classics 2002 catalog 
and on page 37 is a listing for 
1960-1964-windshield garnish 
molding. The idea hit me that this 
might work for the taillights. It was 
worth a try and at a minimal cost of 
$6.95.When I received it I was 
surprised to find this rubber 
material is a very near match to the 
original outer lip over the taillight 
and the exact same length. It is 
fairly easy to do. Remove tail light 
assembly. Clean the outer area, 
place the rubber seal on light 
housing to get an idea for the 
length you will need. I think a roll 
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will do 3 taillights. You will need a 
pair of your wife’s good material 
scissors. (You may want to get 
permission. -ed.) Black 3M weather 
strip in tube or some windshield 
putty tape. Don’t use silicone 
because it will let the rubber seal 
slip around on the light frame. I 
placed a small amount of sealer 
inside the rubber lip so when it is 
placed on the light frame it won't 
smear on the chrome. When you 
get to the corner, mark it with a 
marker. You will need to make a 90 
degree cut out of the inside 
material with the scissors, I found 
that the joint for the molding has to 
be at the lower front corner as it will 
not fit right on the light assembly at 

that angle. I let set a few hours 
to let the 3M material set up. 
Double check the overall fit on 
the light assembly. Be careful 
when reinstalling the taillight 
not to over tighten the 
assembly bolts. A little 
tightening here and there also 
will help to align the light to the 
body and center chrome piece. 
The item number from 
Dearborn Classics is WGM-10; 
The Autokrafters number is 
COAB-6403127A. If you call 
Autokrafters, ask for Jeremy. 
He knows what you will need.

I have a solution for that hard to 
find thin taillight housing gasket 
that goes between the body and 
the housing. Pictured is a cross 
section of a "u" shaped rubber 
seal that will fit very nicely for 
this application and no one will 
know the difference (except us). 
Because of my job, I am able to 
deal directly with the 
manufacturer under my 
employer's name. The problem is 
that a 100 ft minimum  buy is 
required. This is enough to 
complete approx. 11 cars. I am 
willing to put up the $330.00 to 
get the material. I am looking for 

a commitment from TEN 65 
COMET owners @ $30.00/car. I 
can provide a sample of the 
material that I got from the 
manufacturer.
