Thankful for the little things and especially for his friends, nurses, doctors, and aides that
cared for him and for the loving family support that surrounded him each day making his life worth
living.

Way back in the summer of 1968
my Dad was having real trouble
with his 1958 Plymouth Savoy. He
had paid a local service station to
install a remanufactured engine,
and they had botched the job. My
Dad didn't want to put another
dime into the old Plymouth, so he
started looking around for a new
car. He contacted a family friend
that owned a car lot that had a
small service center as well. My
Dad worked for the Federal
Government as a field agent, and
was paid for mileage if he drove
his personal car in the field. The
family friend told my Dad that he
had a 1965 Mercury Comet in the
repair shop that had been in a
minor accident. He was going to
file a "Mechanic Lien" against the
Car's owner for refusal to pay for
the repairs and storage. He told my
dad he had to Post the lien in
public for things to be legal, but if
my Day would pay for the repairs
and storage, he could have the car
once he got the Title. That is how
my 1965 Comet became a Family
Heirloom

My Dad bought my car and drove it
until his untimely death by illness in
1972. The Comet became the
family second car at this time,
where | drove it to High School
daily. Then my brother and sister
both took the Comet off to college,
where they, as college kids do, ran
it into the ground. My brother once
got a speeding ticket doing 80

plus. He told me he didn't think
the car would go that fast. My
sister returned the Comet to
my mother in 1979 in very very
bad shape. She had managed
to blow both the engine and
transmission. It was
abandoned at my Moms house
and dumped in the woods to
die. | couldn’t stand seeing my
old friend in that condition
covered in pine needles and
home for wasp and wildlife, so
| bought it in 1983 because it
was such a cool car, and
started a restoration. It’s kind
of a different little Comet. It's a
202 2-door sedan. It has a 200
six with a three speed manual
transmission. But the strange
thing about it is it has the
Comet 404 interior from the
factory. It also has the dash-
mounted clock, and deluxe
wheel covers, and tinted glass
and backup lights. It also has
the Caliente rear body molding
on it. | added the Caliente
wood grain steering wheel and
the fender skirts. | have only
seen two other Comets like
this, and both were in
Junkyards. | am putting my
Comet back to the way it was
in 1968 when my Dad got it.
